Mr. Gary Wang, CTO SPAWAR, Director of
Science, Technology and Engineering, Space and
Naval Warfare Systems Center San Diego

As the Chief Technology Officer (CTO) for Space and
Naval Warfare Systems Command (SPAWAR), Mr. Wang
is responsible for converting technology into naval
capabilities  rapidly, affordably and  efficiently.
Additionally he oversees internal discretionary S&T
programs and ensures a vital S& T workforce. Gary Wang
is responsible for providing leadership to the SSC
laboratory’s vision, future, and growth. SSC SD employs
over 1900 scientists and engineers with an annual research,
development, technology and evaluation budget (RDT&E)
of nearly $600 million.

He was Program Manager for Intelligence Surveillance
Reconnaissance and Information Operations (2004-2005)
and assumed responsibility for development and
acquisition of Navy signal intelligence (SIGINT),
meteorologicall (METOC), operationa effects, and
intelligence programs, As Chief Information Office
program manager (1998-2001) he was responsible for
Information Technology (IT) infrastructure, policy and
information assurance; he was Program Manager for Naval
Electronic Combat Surveillance Systems (NECSS) (2001
to 2004); Assistant Program Manager for Combat
Direction Finding; Division Director for Technology
Transition(1990-1998) and Test, Evaluation and Software
Manager for SIGINT programs (1988-1990). Mr. Wang
began his federal career in 1983 at Naval Underwater
Systems Center as a project engineer on the MK-48
Advanced Capability (ADCAP) torpedo program.

Mr. Wang received his Bachelor of Science degree in
Electrical Engineering from the University of Texas at
Ausgtin in 1983. Mr. Wang has also received two Special
Act Awards and two Superior Civilian Awards.
